WHEREAS, further time is needed to vet the final designs with stakeholders, including regulatory
agencies such as the L.A. City Bureau of Sanitation and L.A. County Flood Control, prior to completion
of Construction Documents; and

WHEREAS, this action is exempt from the environmental impact requirements of the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA); Now

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, THE GOVERNING BOARD AUTHORIZES THE EXECUTIVE OFFICER TO

AMEND CONTRACT #BHCO07011 BETWEEN THE BHC AND MRCA FOR A PERFORMANCE PERIOD TERM
EXTENSION.
